ORDER TO PROHIBIT SPECIFIED AGRICULTURAL SPRAYING
IN AGRICULTURAL CHEMICAL CONTROL AREAS

The Governor in Council acting under sections 38 and 39 of the Agricultural and
Veterinary Chemicals (Control of Use) Act 1992 and with effect from 1 August 1996-

1. Prohibits the application of an agricultural chemical product containing a substance in
the form or formulation specified in Column 1 of Table 1 by the method specified in Column 2
of Table 1 within an Agricultural Chemical Control Area specified in the Schedule during the
period specified in the Schedule with respect to that area;

2. Prohibits the application of an agricultural chemical product containing a substance in
the form or formulation specified in Column 1 of Table 2 by the method specified in Column 2
of Table 2 within an Agricultural Chemical Control Area specified in the Schedule during the
period specified in the Schedule with respect to that area, except in accordance with a permit
issued under Schedule 1 to the Agricultural and Veterinary Chemicals (Control of Use) Act
1992.
